2022/25 - Deanery Synod (ML)
Minutes of the meeting of Deanery Synod held on 28.2.22 had been circulated.  There was no further comment.
2022/26 - Finance (LA)
a) The treasurer’s report had been circulated.  

b) LA advised that NatWest had frozen our accounts for a period of about 1 week which affected incoming donations and outgoing direct debits.
c) LA advised that the cost of heating the church is approximately £50 on each occasion.  It was agreed that the church will not be heated during the summer months unless the weather is unseasonably cold.

2022/27 - External Giving (CM)

The 2022 External Giving Report had been circulated.  The committee (CM, MS Edwina Bainbridge) had met on 17.2.22 and proposed recipients of a total of £2600. The proposals were accepted by the PCC, and the donations will be made.

2022/28 - Response to the crisis in Ukraine (SF)
There are a number of initiatives and appeals from charities regarding providing assistance to Ukraine.  SF will include a summary on the pewsheet of how St Mary’s can respond in terms of donations.  Action SF
2022/29 - Buildings and Maintenance (LA)
a) The water leak in the boiler house has been repaired.

b) The insurance company has declined to cover the cost of repair to the cross damaged by the storm in November.  LA has initiated an appeal to the insurance company.

c) The boiler is over 20 years old and therefore significant expenditure on a replacement is likely in the foreseeable future.  ML advised that a ground source heat pump has been installed at St Paul’s.  LA will contact Paul Arnold for information.  Action LA
d) Repairs to the roof to the Londonderry Chapel have been undertaken.
e) The pathway lamp in the bollard nearest the church building has failed.  LA has purchased a replacement LED fitting.  While, in the past LA has undertaken repairs, it was suggested that it would be fair to LA for a professional electrician be employed to fix the pathway lighting.  ML will investigate electricians used at All Saints.  A quotation will be required for referral to the standing committee for approval of expenditure.  Action ML
f) LA advised that there is a pathway lighting over-ride switch located behind the organ.
g) The quinquennial inspection will take place on 11.4.22.

2022/30 - Queen’s Jubilee (ML)
St Mary’s will join with the Wilson Centre in organising a celebratory event on the green on Friday 3.6.22. Action ML
