2023/35 - Welcome to new member

ML welcomed George Stewart as a new member of the PCC, he having been elected a churchwarden at the APCM on 16th April 2023.
2023/36 - Approval of the minutes
The minutes of the PCC meeting held on 15th March 2023 were approved.
The minutes of the PCC meeting held on 16th April 2023 were approved with the amendment of including Mark Nile in the list of members present.

2023/37 - Matters arising from the minutes
2023/19 – New tables, LA/CA have purchased one new table as a donation to St Mary’s.  The table is lightweight and folds in the middle.  The table has been purchased as a trial at a cost of approximately £40.
2023/28 – Living in Love and Faith, ML advised that working parties have been established in the Diocese and will start meeting in the coming week.  ML will update the PCC as information becomes available. 

2023/38 - Correspondence (MS)
Correspondence has been circulated:
a) Fortnightly Information Round Up from the Diocese.
b) Parish Share certificate 2022.
c) Notice regarding a churchyard training event.
2023/39 - Safeguarding - Christine Burnell (CB)
CB has reported as follows:

a) No issues regarding safeguarding have been reported.

b) CB has undertaken the Dashboard training. This document, Dashboard, is a live document that can be updated in real time and the work that ML has undertaken has been recorded.

c) Updating of training is every three years. The majority of updates will be required from March 2024.

d) Domestic awareness training by the PCC is under review and CB is awaiting updated guidance.  It is expected that only one member of the PCC needs to have this training. Once the guidance has been received, CB will advise the PCC. 

2023/40 - Finance (LA)
a) The treasurer’s report had been circulated.  
b) The regular giving is on budget.  
c) The Gift Aid tax refund has been received and is in excess of budget.  
d) A Diocesan Micro-Grant of £500 has been received towards the establishment of the Sunday afternoon service.
2023/41 - Buildings and Maintenance (LA)
a) The Buildings Report had been circulated.
b) Approximately every 5 years, our insurance company undertakes a risk assessment.  The company has issued a report which has been circulated.  The PCC agreed that there are no actions to be taken.
c) There has been no further progress on the new pipework to the 2 radiators near the main door, as this work is best performed during the summer.  Action LA
d) There has been no further progress on the window repairs listed in the architect’s quinquennial report.  LA will try to obtain more quotations.  Action LA
e) The need for new keys and lock for the main door has been identified.  The current lock and keys are very old and so additional keys cannot be obtained.  LA will investigate the provision of a discrete new lock and the provision of half a dozen keys. 2023/42 - Deanery Synod (ML)
The Deanery Synod meeting was held on 15/5/23 at St Mary’s.  The theme of the meeting was “Helping those in their 20’s to 40’s to come to and grow in faith”. 
2023/43 - Chairman’s Report (ML)
a) During June, both of the homegroups will follow the Brighter course.
b) A Party on the Green will be held on Saturday 15/7/23, rather than 24/6/23 as stated earlier in the year.  The format will be similar to the 2022 Jubilee Event.  A meeting for organisers will be held in church on 5/6/23.

c) The end of term social event for the homegroups will be held at Matt’s house on 18/7/23 as a “bring & share”.  Action ML
d) ML will draft a programme of social events for the rest of the year for issue prior to the next PCC meeting.  Action ML
2023/44 - Standing Committee (ML)
The standing committee will comprise 5 members: ML, PC, the two wardens, and two elected members, elected for one year.  CA and CM were duly elected.  The standing committee will meet roughly half-way between the regular PCC meetings.   Action ML
2023/45 - Nativity Service (ML)

ML has met with Jane Firth to discuss: 
a) The service will be held on the main green on Sunday 17/12/23 at 2pm.  
b) Provision of a marquee will be considered.  
c) Involvement of the school will be investigated.  
d) Rehearsals for the event will be arranged.  
e) Jane Firth has advised the Parish Council.  
f) Only a few animals will be involved so as not to distract from the nativity message.
2023/46 - December Services (ML)
