2022/48 - Reflection (BW)

2022/51 - Approval of the minutes

2022/52 - Matters arising from the minutes
a) 2022/37(b) - ML to clarify regulations on how many people are required to undergo first-aid training.  Action ML
b) 2022/41(e) - ML has arranged for Bibles to be provided by a charity and distributed at the school leavers’ service. 

c) 2022/45 – It was agreed that the Jubilee event on the Green had been a great success and that a similar event will be held each year.  BW proposed and it was agreed that thanks to everyone involved in the organisation be recorded in these minutes.

2022/54 - Safeguarding (Christine Burnell)
a) There have been no reported incidents of safeguarding at St Mary’s Church in the past two months.

b) Christine Burnell to be invited to attend PCC meetings once or twice a year so that she can advise the PCC of details regarding training required and ongoing training status.  Action ML/MS
2022/55 - Deanery Synod (CM)
Nothing to report as a recent planned meeting of deanery synod was cancelled.  Details of the next meeting are awaited.
2022/56 - Finance (LA)
The Treasurer’s report had been circulated and was accepted.  

2022/57 - Buildings and Maintenance (LA)
a) A building report prepared by LA had been circulated along with the Quinquennial report which identifies a number of actions estimated to cost £21,600, were all the recommended work to be carried out.  These will be discussed at the Sept PCC meeting.  Action LA
b) LA has met Paul Arnold at St Paul’s to discuss ground source heating: to be discussed at the Sept PCC meeting.  Action LA
c) The insurance company has contributed £3982 towards the repair of the storm damaged cross.
d) Electrical installation(s) require testing.  Action LA
e) Electrical appliances require PAT testing.  TR to contact Peter Lankford (caretaker at All Saints) to ask him to carry out the testing.  Action TR 

2022/58 – Church Mission Plan
a) ML tabled an update on the plan, which was agreed in principle.
b) ML is organising a church weekend for St Mary’s, All Saints, and St Paul’s Newtown for 23rd – 25th Sept at Hollybush, Thirsk.  This will be mainly a social event, with some worship.  Probable cost £20 per person.  On that weekend there will be a Sunday morning service at All Saints, but not at St Mary’s.  ML to seek permission from the Bishop.  Action ML
2022/59 - Home Groups
The home groups will be relaunched in mid-September, pretty much as the two previous home groups.  The groups will meet separately for a couple of meetings and then will come together for a combined meeting.  When groups reach a maximum size of 12, they will be expected to form another group, as discussed at the home groups meetings with ML on 3rd and 10th July.
2022/60 – Afternoon Service Proposal
a) There was a robust discussion regarding a suggestion to change the Sunday service time (perhaps on alternate weeks and perhaps by way of an “all age” format) from 10.30am to 4.00pm for a limited period during the autumn to gauge if a different time might offer the opportunity for other people, not currently engaging with St Mary’s, to attend.  There was some concern that this may alienate some of the current congregation.  It was agreed that the congregation would be asked what they think of the idea.  Action ML
b) JF advised that, on the request of others, the re-introduction of Messy Church be considered as it was thought to have been successful prior to Covid.

No decision was made on the way forward.
